HISTORICAL HOUSE TOUR

The Samuel Crook House

The Hopkinton Historical Society and the
Cultural Arts Alliance are joining forces this Oc-
tober to celebrate Hopkinton's local heritage
with their Historical House Tour. Six of Hopkin-
ton’s distinct historical homes will be open for
public tours on October 16, 2005 from 12:30 -
4:30 p.m. This is a unique opportunity for you to
get a glimpse into Hopkinton’s rich historical
past. The six homes represent many different
architectural styles that were used for homes in
this area from 1750 through 1925.

On the tour will be the Ebenezer Singletary
House, a Georgian Federal clapboard built in
1790; the Widow Smith House, a Georgian
Federal built in 1750; the T. Bremm House, a
Greek revival built in 1840; the A. Woodbury
House, a Greek Revival clapboard built in 1850;
the Samuel Crook House, the large Italianate
Queen Anne pictured above, built in 1877-79;
and an Arts and Crafts Bungalow built in 1925.

A reception will be held at the CAA, 98 Hayden
Rowe, on the day of the tour. On display will be
drawings and items relating to the homes on
the tour and other items relating to Hopkinton’s
historical past. To volunteer to be a docent at a
tour house call the CAA at 508-435-9222.

Enjoy a visit with the ghost of one of Hopkin-
tonls most controversial early residents - Lady
Agnes Frankland, wife of Sir Charles Henry
Frankland, Baronet. She will describe her ele-
gant Hopkinton estate - manor house and gar-
dens, and tell of the luxurious parties

there. She may touch upon her scandal rid-
den life, her rise from the daughter of a Mar-
blehead fisherman to the heights of Bos-

ton and London society, and the life chang-
ing effect of the Lisbon earthquake of Novem-
ber 1, 1755. At last will be revealed the se-
crets of Harry and Agnes, their abiding love
and devotion to family. Lady Frankland is por-
trayed by Libby Franck, Framingham story-
teller, who will share her latest research on
this bit of local history intertwined in the story.

The creative and very talented rug hooker Lynn
Marquedant, owner of "Simply Colorful” , will be
showing her own original work along with the
work of her children and adult students. Joining
Ms. Marquedant and her students will be sev-
eral professional and amateur rug hookers from
around New England.

Traditional hooking uses a hand hook to form a
looped pile from fabric strips or yarn on an
even-weave base (such as burlap, monks-cloth,
divider cloth, or linen). This technique isn®only
used to create rugs. At the show you will also
see chair pads, wall hangings, trivets, door-
stops, pillows and clothing. This is not your
typical “rug” hooking event!
